The vision of the Global Peatland Fund is to 
support projects that are able to avoid large 
quantities of carbon dioxide emissions by 
protecting and restoring peatlands and promoting 
sustainable development. These projects will 
guarantee Voluntary Emissions Reductions and 
emissions removals (VER’s).  
 
The conservation and restoration of tropical 
peatswamps presents one of the most cost-
effective means to reduce carbon emissions.  
At the same time the Funds’ investments will 
reverse trends of rapid loss of globally important 
biodiversity and support alternative  
livelihood development in some of the poorest 
regions in the world. The main focus will be on 
peatswamp forests in Indonesia; later on also in 
peatlands of other developing countries.
